  2 Samuel 5 | October 22 

Journal it. Ask a friend. Discuss it in a group.

Reflect | When was the last time you were picked for something? What was
the opportunity?

Excavate | How would you tell the story of David becoming king over a
united Israel/Judah? What major events (utilizing 1 Samuel as a reference)
would you include, and why?

Interpret | What words would you use to describe David’s life? What
words would you use to describe how David might be feeling on the day of
his anointing as king over a united Israel/Judah? Why?

Examine | How did David’s long and even tumultuous journey to the
throne prepare him to be the shepherd king of a united Israel/Judah? What
aspects of your own journey – both the highs and the lows – have prepared
you to serve where God has placed you this season?

Apply | Experience is a great teacher especially when we take the time to
reflect. Take some time to reflect (e.g. prayer, journaling, etc.) on the highs
and lows of your week (or month/year) paying particular attention to how
these moments are shaping you, both positively and negatively.
