 Mark 1:16-20 | January 7

Journal it. Ask a friend. Discuss it in a group.

Reflect | What’s the biggest fish you’ve ever caught? Where is your favorite
place to fish? If you don’t like fishing, then what is your favorite seafood dish
to prepare? If you don’t like fish, then what was your worst experience with
seafood?

Excavate | Jesus tells his first disciples to follow him and he’s going to
make them fishers of men and women. What are some ways that the practice
of fishing reflects what it means to share your faith with someone and/or to
develop faithful followers of Jesus [use Google if you don’t know anything
about fishing]?

Interpret | What does it mean to “follow Jesus?”

Examine | In what areas of your life and faith are you following Jesus? In
what areas of your life and faith have you not yet trusted Jesus to lead you?
