Mark 2:1-12 | January 14
Journal it. Ask a friend. Discuss it in a group.

Reflect | There's a crisis at 3:00 a.m. Which four friends are you going to
call? Why?

Excavate | What was the traditional practice for forgiveness according to
the Jewish law [see Leviticus 1-7]?

Interpret | Why are the teachers of the law so upset with Jesus?

Examine | Jesus affirms the faith of the man’s friends in bringing him to
Jesus, granting the man forgiveness for his sins and healing of his paralysis. In
what ways is sin like paralysis? What freedom does Christ want to give you
this season?
